Thank you for your interest in the Art Moves Africa Fund.

As you may know, there are not many travel funds dedicated solely to the support of African artists travelling within the continent to work with their colleagues.  The fund is still growing and we are working hard to attract more sponsors.  The office has one part-time employee and all the other people involved are unpaid volunteers.
There are always more applications than we can support each time unfortunately, and so inevitably, some people are disappointed.  We give our full attention to each application and we try to allocate available funds so that they will have the best impact – for the artists involved, their activities and future activities.  We need enough relevant information to do so in such a way that the best use of these limited funds is made.  
Please help us to do this.

To start with, if you do not give us full information about how your project will build the all-important bridges; if you do not explain what exactly you intend to do; if there is no clear information about when and who is involved, it is difficult to properly assess the application.  AMA has three funding rounds per year so that you have more chances to be well organised and to give us accurate and appropriate data to work with.  

In other words, we rely on the information you give us. Please think about it carefully.  
The guidelines are not difficult.  We have tried to keep the requirements to the basics minimum but we do need your full co-operation and sufficient information to do our job responsibly. Applications that do not give us enough information cannot be considered favourably.
We would like the travel opportunities given by AMA to leave a legacy in terms of contacts, links, good information and successful activities. That is why we ask for reports from you, and we ask permission to post excerpts from those reports on our website. In this way, AMA should be contributing to the breaking down of barriers and increasing information through sharing of experiences – even for those not fortunate enough to be given a grant.

This is therefore, an invitation to you, with the AMA process, to participate as fully as you can in this process of building networks across the continent!  Please join hands with us!
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
